Sherlock Holmes is  fictionl privte detective who uses his tlent for logicl thought to solve complex mysteries. He is frequently depressed, socilly dull nd snobbish. He pprently hs never hd  romntic reltionship, nd hs few friends prt from his ssistnt Dr John H Wtson, the nrrtor of the stories nd who shres  house with him t 221b Bker Street in London. From this description, Holmes my not seem like n obvious chrcter to hve fscinted reders for over  hundred yers, but he hs been populr ever since he solved his first cse.


The cretion of British physicin rthur Conn Doyle, Holmes ws introduced in the 1887 detective novel  Study in Scrlet. In 1890,  second Holmes novel, The Sign of Four, ws published. Conn Doyle soon gve up his medicl prctice to write full time. For lmost two yers, he published Holmes stories in the monthly mgzine The Strnd. Illustrted with drmtic drwings by Sidney Pget, the stories were immensely populr. 


nd then, quite suddenly, Conn Doyle decided to end Holmes’ life, sying tht he ws “wery of his nme”. In The Finl Problem, published in The Strnd in December 1893, Holmes died while fighting Professor Morirty, hed of  London-bsed criminl gng. 


Holmes fns rected with nger nd sorrow. Twenty-thousnd Strnd subscribers cncelled their subscriptions to protest the uthor’s decision, nd some men even wore blck ribbons round their rms s  sign of mourning. Hundreds of disppointed reders wrote to Conn Doyle, begging him to revive Sherlock Holmes. However, Conn Doyle ignored the public outcry, nd concentrted on writing wht he considered to be more serious, historicl novels. They were, for the most prt, unsuccessful. 


In 1901, needing money, Conn Doyle published The Hound of the Bskervilles, which ws presented s  “reminiscence” by Dr Wtson of  cse Holmes hd worked on yers erlier. Conn Doyle ws soon bck in the Holmes business, publishing 32 Holmes stories during the next 26 yers. Conn Doyle died in 1930, three yers fter the lst Holmes story ws published.
