The French novelst Jules Verne (1828-1905) ws the frst uthentc exponent of modern scence fcton. The best of hs work s chrcterzed by ntellgent predctons of techncl chevements.

Jules Verne ws born n 1828, t Nntes, the eldest son of  prosperous provncl lwyer. Hs chldhood ws mrked by one mjor escpde. n hs twelfth yer, Jules shpped s  cbn boy on n ocen-gong three-mster. The shp ws ntercepted by hs fther before t hd put out to se, nd Jules promsed hs prents tht "n future he would trvel only n mgnton"-- predcton fulflled n  mnner hs prents could not hve foreseen. 

Verne wrote hs two msterpeces when he ws n hs 40s. Twenty Thousnd Legues under the Se (1870) reltes the voyges of the submrne Nutlus, bult nd commnded by the mysterous Cpt. Nemo, one of the lterry fgures n whom Verne ncorported mny of hs own chrcter trts. round the World n Eghty Dys (1873) s the story of  successful wger mde by  typclly phlegmtc Englshmn, Phnes Fogg,  chrcter sd to hve been modelled on Verne's fther, who hd  mn for punctulty.
