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Detectives investigating Michael Jackson's death are treating it as a potential homicide case, the Los Angeles police chief said today. 

In his most revealing comments since the singer collapsed with an apparent heart attack two weeks ago, William Bratton told CNN that his officers were trying to piece together the singer's use of prescription drugs and interview his numerous former doctors. 

He said that they would wait until the coroner's report before ruling out any possibilities in their “comprehensive and far-reaching" investigation, and that the report depended on the results of time-consuming toxicology tests. 

“Based on those we’ll have an idea of what we’re dealing with,” Mr Bratton said. “Are we dealing with homicide? Are we dealing with an accidental overdose? What are we dealing with?”
